Increase attention and engagement
Follow routines and expectations

Pictures support understanding of the text
The student interacts by choosing and
placing pictures

Repetition helps with learning and routine
building

HOW TO PREPARE THE BOOK

PRINT

e Print pages 3 to 9 using A4 paper
e You may print it on regular bond paper or cardboard.

CUT AND LAMINATE

e Cut each page neatly
e Cut out all mini pictures
e Laminate all pages and mini pictures

BINDING OPTIONS

OPTION 1: Wire Binding (Recommended)

e Use a wire or coil binding machine
* Bind the pages on the left side

OPTION 2: Ring Binding

e Punch one hole on the upper left corner of each page

e Use aloose ring or ring binder

VELCRO SETUP

e Add soft Velcro to the back of each mini picture
e Add rough Velcro to the designated answer spaces

BASE PAGE (LAST PAGE)

e This page holds all Velcro-backed mini pictures
e Remember to replace the word “student” with the
student’'s name to add personalization.
